Graeme Ainscough’s long involvement began in 1958 when he joined the old 
Prahran Club. Along with a successful on field playing and managing career 
that extended over 30 years,  

Graeme’s contribution on the administration side was immense. His 
contributions included involvement in the executive leadership that led to the 
successful amalgamation of Prahran with the old Cheltenham Club in 1972, the 
negotiations leading to the establishment of the Clubs permanent home at the 
Kingston Heath Reserve and the pavilion in 1985. He was also the prime mover 
in establishing Bingo as a source of funds to provide the foundation for many 
of the playing facilities that the Club enjoys today. Graeme played a leading 
role in establishing our TeeBall program during the late 1980’s that has 
underpinned the Club’s ongoing success in junior baseball.
